Sauvignon shows balance and complexity - a blend of dark berry, forest,

clove, and nutmeg. The tannins and French oak are well integrated on

the palate and elegant from start to finish.

A ‘goldilocks’ vintage. The excellent weather lasted from fruit set

through harvest and allowed for maximum hanging time for the grapes.
